The meeting started at exactly 10:30 with an opening prayer by Hon. Hanna A bongo
OPENING REMARKS:
Hon. Samuel Ohemeng welcomed members to the meeting and entreated all parties to involve to express their concerns devoid of emotions.
AGENDA
1. Disagreement between Madam Christiana Maison and Yaw John
2. Any Other Matter.
The two parties were given the opportunity by the Committee to present their issues. The first to the presentation was Madam Christian Maison.
MADAM CHRISTIANA MAISON (PLAINTIFF)
According to her, both parties entered into an ‘Apasu Abunu’ Agreement on 11th May, 2011 between herself, (Christiana Maison) herein after called Landlord and Yaw John also referred to as the tenant.
She said the agreement referred to did not include allocation of Cocoa Farmers Identification Card to the tenant but Yaw John registered an obtained the Cocoa Farmers Identification card of the farm without her knowledge. This card, she said allows the owner of the farm to benefit from insurance package from the government. She said after she discovered, she approached Yaw John on several occasions but Yaw John has since refused to transfer ownership of the identification card to her the landlord , hence, her decision to report the case to PRCC.
YAW JOHN (RESPONDANT)
Yaw John on his part told the Committee that it was true that the agreement did not include the issue of Farmers identification Card. He however said the landlord allowed him cultivate an additional virgin land in addition to the farm under the agreement hence his decision to register for the Farmers Identification Card. He also said as at the time members from the Agric. Department came to register farmers for the card the landlord was not available for the exercise hence his decision to go ahead and register for it.
After listening to submissions from both parties on the issue as to whether or not the Landlord (Plaintiff) has the right to demand for the Cocoa Farmers Identification Card to be issued in her name and the request for this Committee to order the tenant (Yaw John) to deliver such identification card to her, this committee has made the following observations.
1. Government is said to be issuing Cocoa Farmers Identification Cards to Landlords and not tenants.
2. The ‘Apasu Abunu’ Agreement entered into on 11th May, 2011 between the Landlord (Christiana Maison) and the tenant (Yaw John) does not include Cocoa Farmers Identification Card.
3. Yaw John has already caused the Cocoa Farmers Identification Card to be issued in his name and now in his possession.
To resolve the issue the following recommendations were made.
RECOMMENDATION
4. Since Yaw John is a tenant and not a landlord, he does not have the right to claim ownership of the Cocoa Farmers Identification Card.
5. The Committee should take the necessary steps to let Yaw John surrender the said card to the Landlord, (Christiana Maison).
6. After the successful handing over of the card to the Landlord with the support of the department of Agriculture, the two parties are expected to report same to this Committee.
CHAIRMAN’S COMMENT.
The chairman for the committee, Hon. Samuel Ohemeng thanked the two parties for comporting themselves throughout the proceedings. He therefore read the decision of the committee to the parties as per the attached minutes.
RECOMMENDATION/RULING

OPENING PRAYER
The meeting started at exactly 10:am with an opening prayer by Rev. Kofi Annan-bennet, the Municipal head of the Methodist church.
OPENING REMARKS:
The chairman of the Public Relations and Complaints Committee, Hon. Samuel Ohemeng gave the guidelines on how PRCC meetings are held. He also informed members about the mandate of the Committee and entreated all parties to comport themselves and speak freely on issues tabled before the committee.
COMPLAINT BEFORE THE COMMITTEE
The chairman of the committee, Hon. Samuel Ohemeng informed members that the committee received a letter from the church complaining about the conduct of the members of Owere Mines Drivers Association. He said it was the position of the church (Plaintiff) that the drivers (Respondent) were parking their vehicles very close to the wall constructed by the church and causing damage to it. The drivers also park the vehicles in such a manner that the cars block the main entrance to the church. The divers were also alleged to have constructed a container very close to the wall of the church thereby preventing the plaintiff from maintaining their fence wall. The respondent was also alleged to have allowed a woman to be cooking food using gas at the open space of the lorry station thereby exposing other members to danger in the event of any fire outbreak.
PLAINTIFF
Rev. Kofi Annan- Bennet who represented the plaintiff reaffirmed the content of the letter submitted to the PRCC and appealed to the Committee to take steps to stop the respondent from going ahead with the activities outlined in their letter. Giving reasons to support the call for action to be taken against the respondent, plaintiff averred that the drivers often make the wall dirty and plaintiff will have to look for money to paint thereby creating extra cost to the church. On parking at the entrance, it was the view of the plaintiff that blocking entrance to the church creates a lot of inconvenience for members and other visitor who come to the church. He also highlighted the risk posed by cooking food with gas cooker at a public place where vehicles using petrol are operating. This, he said constitutes a potential danger not only to the church but also the drivers themselves and other immediate settlement.
DEFENCE-RESPONDENT
Submitting a defense on behalf of drivers, the chairman for the Owere Mines Drivers Association, Mr. Kwaku Antwi said the plaintiff’s petition was not rooted on genuine concerns as presented by the plaintiff but was rather premised on a long-held position to evict them from the station. He said the plaintiff was on record to have pre-informed the respondent long ago that they would one day evict them from their current place of business. They were therefore not surprise that the plaintiffs availed themselves of this platform to carry out their long-held threat.
Speaking on the parking of vehicles to block the entrance of the church, the respondent said at every material time, they park their cars and leave the ignition keys in the vehicles so that anytime someone was entering such cars could easily be moved away to allow for easy entry. Turning to the container near the fence wall, he said the container was constructed by them so that other things such as missing items when found could be kept there for the owners. Touching on the issue about cooking food at the station with gas cooker, the respondent maintained that the demand for them to cease the practice was moot because the lady had since stopped cooking food there.
SECURITY CONCERNS
The Municipal police commander in charge of MTTD, DSP Yeboah said it was unacceptable for the drivers to permit someone to use gas for cooking at the lorry station irrespective of its potential dangers. He however, said it was refreshing to hear from the drivers that the practice has stopped. He described the problem between the two parties as a long standing one and expressed the hope that the two parties would allow sleeping dogs to lie so that they could co-exist. He said it has always been the position of the police that the church should be given the opportunity to either paint their wall or access their church premises without any hindrance.
In response to a question from one of the Committee members concerning the relationship between the church and the drivers, Rev. Annan Bennet said the church has been trying to live peacefully withy the drivers and that they only need space to be able to enter their church without crushing into their vehicles.
After responding to several questions by the committee members, the chairman of the committee read the determination/ruling of the committee to the two parties.
DETERMINATION 

After examining the facts before this Committee, it became obvious that three issues came up for determination. They include:

1. Whether or not the taxi drivers can park their cars at the entrance and near the fence wall of the complainant’s premises (Methodist Church).
 
1. Whether or not the defendant (Oweremines) Transport Owners and Drivers Association called OTODA) are justified in allowing a food vendor to cook food using a gas cooker at the Taxi Rank in view of its implications.

1. Whether or not the complainant is justified in asking the Taxi Drivers (OTODA) to remove a container constructed near the fence wall of the Church.

RECOMMENDATION/RULING

Having listened to both parties in relation to the issues as mentioned Supra, it is the position of this Committee that parking in front of an entrance to any building constitutes a traffic offence. This Committee is not therefore prepared to change this traffic rule of general application. An order restraining drivers from parking at any entrance to the Methodist Church is hereby granted by this Committee. With immediate effect, no driver should park at the entrance to this Church (The Methodist Church) and its Mission house. Drivers are also restrained from parking close to the fence wall of the Church. Drivers are hereby directed by this Committee to park their vehicles three (3) feet from the wall. This is to avoid further damage caused to the fence wall. 
On the issue of cooking food by a food vendor which involves the use of a gas cooker at the Taxi Rank, it is the position of this Committee that the practice should cease with immediate effect.
No food vendor should be allowed to cook food at the Taxi Rank using a gas cooker due to the foreseeable disastrous effect or consequences of such practice.
On the issue involving the construction of a container near the fence wall of the Church by members of OTODA, it must be emphasized that it is a temporal structure and its removal can be ordered if its continuous existence poses a danger to any human life. The Church also has the right to appeal to the Assembly to cause its removal if the reasons are rooted on matters affecting lives or if the activities being performed by the occupier of the container are unnecessarily impeding the work of the Church.
It must however, be stated that upon the examination of the facts before this Committee, none of the above grounds exists, hence the Committee declines an invitation to order the removal of the container. Members of OTODA are however, encouraged to co-exist peacefully with authorities of the Church and take steps to keep the place neat in line with the expectation of the Church.
This determination is hereby made and delivered by the Public Relations and Complaints Committee (PRCC) at Konongo on the 24th day of June, 2021 within the jurisdiction of the Asante Akim Central Municipal Assembly.
Submitted for full enforcement by the Motor Traffic and Transport Department of the Ghana Police Service here in Konongo.
Affected parties are entreated to comply, failure of which consequences will rise in line with Section 27 of Local Government Act 2016 (Act 936).
	










REPORT ON MARKINGS OF PARKING LOT AT OWEREMINES DRIVERS ASSOCIATION LORRY TERMINAL ON 30TH June, 2021

BACKGROUND
On the ………PRCC gave a ruling directed at the executives of the Owere Mines Drivers Association to among other things park their cars two meters away from the fence wall of the Methodist Church at Konongo.
In order to enforce the directive, we were tasked to visit the site to do the markings between the fence wall of the church and the parking lot for drivers. We were also to find out whether or not the drivers were complying of the PRRC’S directive not to park at the entrance of the church building.
OUTCOME
The team arrived at the venue at 10 am on the 30th June 2021 and had a brief meeting with leaders of the church and executives of the Drivers Association. During the meeting the two parties however, agreed that instead of three feet from the fence wall of the church it should rather be two feet in order not force the vehicles stray onto the main road. 
The markings were subsequently carried out by the works Dep. Engneer, Mr. Isaac Hayford with the assistance of the church members and the drivers themselves.
CONCLUSION.
We are happy to report that the exercise was very successful.

OPENING REMARKS:
In his opening remarks, the chairman for the Public Relations and Complaints Committee (PRCC) entreated all parties cooperate fully to make the meeting a success.
AGENDA
COMPLAINTS AGAINST HON. MICHAEL BUADI AND OTHERS CONERNING ILLEGAL MINING ACTIVITIES AND ITS EFFECT ON RESIDENTS OF ODUMASI NEWTOWN.
The chairman of the PRCC, Hon. Samuel Ohemeng informed members about a letter of complaint he received from two residents of the community, Mr. Rexford Boapiah and Madam Mama Esther in relation to the activities of illegal mining activities and their effects on members of the community. He therefore authorized the secretary to the Committee, Clement c. Kegeri to read the said letter to all members of which he did.
Before the case could proceed, one of the complainants, Madam Mama Esther appeared before the committee and announced that she was no longer interested in the case and intended to withdraw her complaint. This was accepted by members of the committee.
STATEMENT OF CASE
Submitting his case before the committee, Mr. Rexford Boapiah (plaintiff) told the committee that one Hon. Michael Buadi, the Assemblyman for Odumasi together with some people were engaged in illegal mining activities at Odumasi Newtown. He further narrated that the illegal mining activities engaged by these people are sited very close to his house thereby negatively affecting him and his household. According to him, the pit on which Hon. Buadi was carrying out his mining activities was close to his house and that in the night when everyone was asleep he Hon. Buadi normal conducted blasting in the pit which did not only make it difficult for him and his household to sleep but the blasting normally shakes his building. 
He added that he one day confronted Hon. Buadi on his alleged gallemsey activities but, he said this resulted into a misunderstanding between them. He alleged that Hon. Buadi invoked some curses on him and also threatened his life which compelled him to report the matter to the police at Odumasi but nothing came out of it. 
He said he also reported the issue of the curses to the Queen mother of Odumasi traditional area and Hon. Was made to withdraw the curses. 
He further intimated that the illegal mining activities were growing from bad to worse, hence his decision to petition the PRCC.
In support of the account of Mr. Boapiah, two witness, Mr. Eric Asamoah and Mr. Peter Atanga corroborated the account of the plaintiff, stressing that the blasting emanating from the illegal mining activities were affecting their buildings. Mr. Peter Atanga alleged that his own house constructed at the area was destroyed by the blasting. 
Some of the other people who were accused together with Michael Buadi included: Michael Nyarko, Gilbert Appiah, John Amofa and Ayuuba Saaliu
DEFENSES-HON. BUADI AND OTHERS
Hon. Michael Buadi denied his involvement in the Galamsey activities at the Odumasi newtown. He however stated that some people used to engaged in the Galamsey business at the area and make sure that some of the money realized was used for development projects such as the construction of access road in the community. The other members however admitted that they engaged in the illegal mining activities but they made sure that their activities are were not detrimental to other residence.
For example, Mr. John Amofa said he was a sponsor of the Galamsey business but pleaded with the committee for consideration since as he put it, they were prepared to ‘operate within the confines of the law’.
CONCERNS
After asking the parties several questions in relation to their involvement in the Galamsey activities within the Odumasi Newtown, the members of the committees express concerns about the increasing rate of galemsey activities and their effect on environment.
RECOMMENDATIONS/RULING
After listening to parties involved in the instant case on 10th February, 2022, the Committee resolved to pay a visit to the illegal mining (galamsey) site to assess the situation. As part of its preliminary measures, the Committee directed all galamsey operators to cease their activities forthwith pending the visit by the Committee.
VISIT TO SITE
On 17th March, 2022, the Committee paid a visit to the said site at Odumasi Newtown as resolved in its last meeting with the parties. 

OBSERVATION 
Upon a visit to the site, the following observations were made by members of the Committee. 
1. Galamsey operators were on site and busily working contrary to the directive of the Committee at its last sitting on the 28th September, 2021
2. As many as Fifteen (15) mining pits were counted by the Committee during the site visit.
3. A mining pit was located near the fence wall of Hon. Michael Appiah Buadi.
4. Information gathered by members of the Committee indicated that Hon. Buadi was the owner of the said pit.
5. It was however, established that the said pit was located outside the fence wall of the house of Hon. Buadi and not inside the house as alleged by the complainant. 
6. It was established that the complainant’s house was located on the same line with Hon. Buadi’s house where the said mining pit was located. 
7. The complainant’s house was the third house, counting from Hon. Buadi’s house.
8. There was a visible crack on Hon. Buadi’s house which was suspected to have been caused by the blasting from the illegal mining activities. 
9. Information from the illegal miners at the site indicate that all miners undertake blasting in their pits during the mining activities.
10. The members of the Committee found abandoned pits left uncovered contrary to claims by the defendants that same was covered. 

RECOMMENDATION/RULING
Acting on the strength of Section 27 (1) (c) (d) and (3) of Local Government Act 2016 (Act 936), the Committee made the following determination/ruling for the implementation by the Municipal Assembly.
· That the mining activities being undertaken by the illegal miners are illegal and that the Committee is not ready to sanction or support such activities in which ever form.
· That the blasting, occasioned by the activities of the illegal miners, the effect of which necessitated the instant complaint before the Committee does constitute a violation of the fundamental human rights of the complainant (Rexford Boappiah) since he has the right to live peacefully in his house without external disturbances of a commercial nature such as illegal mining activities. 
· That since the defendant and his group admitted to engaging in illegal mining within the vicinity of the complainant and further admitted to blasting as part of their activities, it was the position of this Committee that their activities such as blasting be stopped with immediate effect. 
· On the issue of threats on the life of the complainant by the illegal miners, the Committee hereby declined jurisdiction and entreated the complainant to report same to the Ghana Police Service to handle since same boarders on the issue of criminality and therefore, runs contrary to the Criminal and Other Offences Act 1960 (Act 29). 
· The Committee makes this ruling conscious of the fact that the illegal miners disobeyed the earlier order directed at them to put their activities on hold pending the site visit by members of the Committee.
· Guided by the blatant disregard for the earlier directive by the illegal miners as mentioned supra, the Committee makes this determination with the commitment to support its full implementation in line with powers conferred on the Assembly by the Local Government Act 2016 (Act 936).
· Pursuant to Section 27 (3) of Local Government Act 2016 (Act 936), the Committee submits this ruling to the Assembly for the full implementation and enforcement.

	OPENNING:
The meeting was called to order by the Municipal Coordinating Director at 9:50 am with an opening prayer by Nathaniel Anafo. The Municipal Coordinating Director welcomed members to the meeting and  introduced the agenda of the meeting as follows:
· Discussion on Plans to Improve Revenue Generation of the Assembly.
· Discussion on DPAT Assessment.
· Any Other Business 

DAY’S BUSINESS:
DISCUSSION OF PLANS TO IMPROVE REVENUE GENERATION OF THE ASSEMBLY
The Municipal Chief Executive asked the Municipal finance officer to brief the house about the revenue issues, matters arising in the mobilization of funds internally and the way forward for the Assembly to take action.

The Municipal Finance Officer in his brief indicated that, as at July 2021 the Assembly had been able to collect 38.6% of the Assembly’s target which is not encouraging and emphasized on the fact that if care is not taken it is going to be the worse funds collected ever.
He reiterated that it appears we talk about revenue improvement every day but we have not been able to implement strategies to boost the revenue. He stressed on the fact that the office is running but the revenue is not forth coming and hinted on the need to lay down measures to avert the situation.
The Municipal Finance Officer made instances that revenue corresponds with expenditure and when the expenditure of the Assembly exceeds its revenue there is going to be deficit. Alternatively, the common fund is not forthcoming to cushion the Assembly too.  
He complained about the excuse attributing to the low rate of revenue mobilization to the COVID-19 pandemic and urged members and collectors to stop using COVID-19 as an excuse and help in the generation of revenue for the Assembly.

The Municipal Chief Executive sought to find out the cause of the decline in the Assembly’s IGF and asked about the team involved in the collection. She also advised that, conscious meetings concerning IGF should be upheld intermittently to know how far the revenue situation is improving, the challenges associated with it and the way forward. Moreover, she said the staff of the Assembly should be blamed for the shortfall of the revenue generation but not the incapability of the departmental head of revenue and urged the members and the collectors not to hide themselves behind covid-19 and render unnecessary excuses. The Municipal Chief Executive then tasked the Municipal Finance Officer to form a team that will escort                                                                                                                                                                                                                             revenue collectors to collect revenue on behalf of the Assembly as a way of ensuring the improvement of the IGF.

The Municipal Coordinating Director in his opinion said he tasked the Internal Auditor a month beforehand to assist in revenue generation since the revenue head has taken ill and has been replaced by Ramatu with the hope that IGF will be improved. 
The Admin Officer of the Assembly named Clement Kegari asked the House that why did the leader of the team of revenue collectors fail to lead the team in the mobilisation of revenue. He complained about MCD commitment and inactiveness towards the task at hand and said the decision on the formulation of the task force was taken 3 months ago and asked the MCD to tell management, what feedback he had when the team started their operation and whether he has gone to the field too.
The MCD in his response to management said he went out with the Internal Auditor and the Municipal Finance Officer on revenue mobilization exercise once to see for himself how the exercise was going and asked the internal Auditor to lead the Revenue mobilization team but he responded that there should be a schedule and plan for the team to follow than to go involuntarily. Mr. Clement then suggested that they should move beyond the MCD because if the rely on him the Assembly can’t improve the revenue mobilisation and opined that MCE should lead the team for revenue collection. He stated that Revenue Improvement Action Plan should be implemented to serve as a guide to help with the actions taken by the team.
RECOMMENDATION
The MCE recommended that, conscious meetings concerning IGF mobilisation should be upheld intermittently to know how far revenue situation is improving, challenges and the way forward by the Assembly. She then tasked the Municipal Finance Officer to form a team to go to the field to collect revenue on behalf of the Assembly as a way of ensuring the improvement of the IGF.

DISCUSSION ON D-PAT ASSESSMENT
The MCE tasked the Mun. Planning Officer to take over and give the overview of the new DPAT indicators. The planning Officer after reading the indicators advised that though the Assembly can’t achieve 100%, we should work hand in hand to ensure we achieve the best result. With this management recommended that a committee of 3 members should set to lead the D-PAT assessment. Members agreed on the proposed 3 members to help lead the agenda. 

ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
REQUEST FOR STATION
The MCE informed management that Oweriman taxi drivers union wrote to the Assembly in request for a piece of land at the New Government hospital for lorry station. With this Nathaniel Anarfo revealed that they are an independent transport body that operates within Mayanka and Bomiriso and should be given a land to carry out their actives since the Government Hospital will start operation very soon. 
RECOMMENDATION
Moreover, She opined that physical planning officer and the Engineer together with Social Services convenor should go to Bomiriso and inspects the land for the Oweriman taxi drivers for them to carry their operation.

INSECURITY AT OFFICERS BUNGALOWS AND THE OFFICES IN THE MUNICIPALITY
The MCD informed the house that for about a space of 3 months five (5) staff has been robbed in their bungalows and this has extended to the various offices in the Assembly and it appears to that the Assembly has become helpless. The MCD suggested that MCE is the head of Security and should act immediately to ensure that the security personnels on duty as and when the robbery took place are picked immediately for further questioning.
RECOMMENDATION
Finally members were also advised that staff must beef up their security to ensure their safety and CCTV cameras should also be procured and mount at the vantage points of the offices to identify perpetrators.
CLOSING
The meeting came to a close at 11:15am without further discussion and was seconded by Angela Kusi 
Opare Asamoah gave the closing prayer.
